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Notes from the Chair
15t April 2019 is significant not just for being the day we leave the
EU but also because it is the date when HMRC require all VAT
registered businesses with a taxable turnover above the VAT
registration threshold (£85,000), to maintain digital records.
This will apply to their first VAT period with a start date after 1t
April 2019.

In order to support farming and rural businesses, the Hub has
already run a number of workshops in Herefordshire and
Gloucestershire, in conjunction with Fastershire’s Faster Farmers
initiative. Over 130 people have attended and have been assisted
in the understanding of the implications and preparation for the
changes in record keeping.

Further support will be available at the Rural Business Advice Day
on 215 November, so if Making VAT Digital is going to affect you,
make a date in your diary to come along. There will be a
presentation on the topic plus one-to-one drop in sessions.
There’s no need to book and the day is also a great chance to catch
up on other topical issues including planning, farming post-Brexit,
future farm environmental proposals, crime prevention and asset
protection.
